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As you may know, our nation is in the process of 
transitioning free over-the-air television 

broadcasting from an analog format to an all-
digital format.  Stations in all US markets are 

currently broadcasting in both analog and digital.   
 

By law, February 17, 2009 is the last day for full-
power television stations to broadcast in analog, 
and they will broadcast only in digital after that 

date.  Benefits of the DTV transition include 
freeing up frequencies for police, fire, and 

emergency rescue communications, allowing for 
advanced commercial wireless services, and 

allowing broadcasters to offer better picture and 
sound quality and more programming choices.  

Many consumers rely on the over-the-air 
broadcasts for important public safety information 

such as severe weather reports and other 
government warnings and advisories, as well as 

local and national news and public affairs 
programming.
